Release of Northwest Forest Plan 15-year Monitoring Reports

Portland, OR — A new set of reports analyzing 15 years of monitoring data (1994-2008) under the
Northwest Forest Plan (NWFP) will soon be published. In 1994, the NWFP Record of Decision
amended Forest Service and Bureau of Land Management (BLM) land and resource management
plans within the range of the northern spotted owl. Since that time, a regional interagency
effectiveness monitoring framework has been implemented to assess Federal-Tribal relationships
and to track the status and trend of watershed condition, late-successional and old-growth forests,
socioeconomic conditions, and population and habitat for marbled murrelets and northern spotted
owls.

Ed Shepard, the BLM Oregon/Washington State Director, noted, “Monitoring provides important
information about forest conditions and agency land management activities. It offers valuable
scientific analysis, and it continues to be an essential tool for implementing adaptive
management.”
