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Study Objective:

The study objective was to elucidate the population ecology of the spotted owl in the
Oregon Coast Ranges, to include age and sex specific birth and death rates, and
population trend estimates.

Potential Benefit or Utility of the Study:

Information on the demography of spotted owl
populations is used to estimate population trends
and assess the effects of different management
strategies on spotted owls. This study provides
data that estimates survival, reproduction, and
population parameters of spotted owls relative to
landscape features in the Oregon Coast Ranges.

Research Accomplishments:

Study Area and Methods

The study area was located in the central Oregon

Coast Ranges, principally on public forests

administered by the Siuslaw National Forest and

the Bureau of Land Managementd s Eugene an:

Salem Districts (Fig. 1). Municipal, state, and

private timberlands were interspersed within these Figure 1. Oregon Coast Ranges spotted
federal lands.
